                             SELECTING A FLAG

Size
The 3' x 5' is by far the most common sized flag displayed on the wall of a residence, generally on a 6' pole. Some people prefer the smaller 2-1/2' x 4' or 2' x 3' sizes.
For an in-ground flagpole, the longest dimension of the flag should be between 1/4 and 1/3 the height of the flagpole. The table shows sizes of flags usually flown on flagpoles of various heights.
An easy way to determine the height of your existing flagpole is to compare the length of  the shadow of the flagpole (measured in feet) to the length of the shadow of a 36" yardstick standing on end (measured in inches). The flagpole height is calculated by multiplying the length of the flagpole shadow by 36 and dividing the total by the length of the yardstick shadow. Example: If the flagpole shadow is10 feet and the yardstick shadow is 12 inches, the flagpole is 30 feet high.      ( 10' x 36" ) / 12" = 30'

 Flag Fabrics
Nylon is the most popular flag fabric. It is a densely woven lightweight fabric that flies well in the slightest breeze and dries quickly after rain. Most of the flags on this website are made from 200-denier SolarMax (tm) nylon that is stabilized against the harmful UV radiation in sunlight.
Polyester may be preferable for high-wind situations, particularly for larger flags. It is a heavier fabric with a more open weave that withstands high winds better. However, it takes more wind to fly, becomes very heavy when wet and takes longer to dry. The polyester flags on this website are made from heavy 2-ply spun woven polyester that should not be confused with the very thin polyester fabric with poor weatherability used in most inexpensive imported flags. 
Cotton is the least durable and least colorfast of the common flag fabrics. We recommend it for indoor, ceremonial or ocassional use rather than continuous outdoor use.
